Basic training is for those interested in becoming an EFM mentor.  Certification is not 
guaranteed.  At the end of training, the trainer will tell you if you are certified to mentor. 

 

Basic / In-service is for current mentors who have been trained once or twice and need 
to be re-certified.  It allows time to discuss group leadership skills and mentoring as well as 

time to work on the models of theological reflection. 
 

Formation is for active mentors who have completed two mentor training events and 
have been certified for formation at their last training See new mentor guidelines on the 

reverse side of this sheet!   

The formation topic will be Common Lessons, To examine in depth the Common 

Lessons used in EfM, with particular attention to Lessons 3, 4, and 5. The event is designed 

to familiarize mentors with these lessons, demonstrate the centrality of the Common 
Lessons to the program, and increase the comfort of mentors in leading these lessons.  

 
Please register early, as space is limited and fills quickly.  Please note on your 
registration form if you have, or need the red CSLM (Common Lessons and Supporting 

Materials) and/or a Mentor’s Manual.  Since students are now given the CSLM with their 

texts, this information helps to get a correct count of materials needed. You must be 
present for the entire training in order to be certified.  At the end of training, the 

trainer will let you know if you are certified to mentor. 
 

DATE & TIME: Thursday, Aug 26, 2010, arrive by 8:30 a.m. to get settled.  The training 
begins at 9:00 a.m., and ends by 12:00 noon on Saturday, Aug 28th. 

The training is expected to run until 8 or 9 in the evening both nights and will begin at 9:00 
am in the morning.
